The leadership of Prince Reza Pahlavi guaranties a smooth transition

In accordance with the universal principles of human rights and the obligations of states under international law
to uphold peace, security, and human dignity, this statement underscores the essential leader role of Prince Reza
Pahlavi, a widely trusted and historically legitimate national figure, during periods of political transition. Such
a figure plays a decisive role in preventing violence, preserving national unity, and ensuring a peaceful and lawful
transfer of authority.

When governance structures collapse or lose legitimacy, societies face risks such as chaos and fragmentation,
armed competition, power vacuums, and intervention by non-state actors. In such circumstances, Prince Reza
Pahlavi, the leader who

e stands above political rivalries,
e enjoys historical and cultural legitimacy
e and possesses the capacity to build national consensus,

is essential for preventing violence and maintaining social cohesion.

This role is national, protective, and non-partisan, aimed at safeguarding stability and preventing the country
from descending into chaos and conflict.

A political transition without a clear legal framework is vulnerable to manipulation, instability, and deviation from
democratic norms. Anchoring the transition in

e  constitutional traditions,
e  historical commitments to the rule of law
e and the nation’s legal heritage,

enables the Prince Reza Pahlavi to serve as the guardian of legitimacy and ensures that the future is built on law
rather than power politics and skirmishes.

The risk of internal conflict is acute during transitions. Prince Reza Pahlavi, the leader, respected across diverse
segments of society, can prevent polarisation, mediate among political and social groups, and unify national
forces around the shared goal of preserving the country.

This role is central to preventing violence and ensuring social stability. In moments of power vacuum, nations
become vulnerable to separatist movements, foreign interference and the emergence of uncontrolled regions.
Prince Reza Pahlavi, the leader, can serve as the focal point of national consensus and protect the country’s
territorial integrity and historical identity.

Under the UN Charter, international human rights treaties, and the fundamental principles of international law,
the international community has clear obligations during a nation’s transition:

to support lawful, peaceful, and people-driven processes,

avoiding military or political interventions that escalate instability,
recognising the role of Prince Reza Pahlavi in managing the transition,
upholding the country’s territorial integrity,

providing humanitarian, technical, and monitoring assistance,

supporting transitional justice and documentation of human rights violations

These responsibilities are grounded in respect for national sovereignty, sustainable peace, and human dignity.
